Project Description/Scope of Services: 
 
1. Project Description: 

a. This project includes the removal of existing roof systems and associated flashings for in-
scope roof replacement areas.  The Contractor will be required to furnish and install a new 
fully adhered black EPDM membrane roof assembly system at all roof replacement areas.  
All work will include new flashings and new sheet metal (fascia metal, parapet cap, 
counter-flashings, roof jacks, etc.) as shown per roof deck assembly on the drawings. 

b. All work noted above to be performed as specified in accordance with the design drawings, 
specifications, and governing building codes. 
 

2. The Principal Representative has determined that the entire project shall be substantially 
complete within 229 calendar days from the date of the Notice to Proceed (October 9, 2023), 
and the project shall be finally complete, including the delivery of any or all guarantees and 
warranties, the submittal of sales and use tax payment forms, the completion of the final punch 
list and the calling for final inspection, within 30 calendar days, if applicable, from the date of 
substantial completion. In accordance with Article 46 of the General Conditions of the 
Contract, Time of Completion and Liquidated Damages ($500.00/day), failure to complete the 
work within the agreed number of calendar days shall be considered breach of contract and 
subject the bidder to liquidated damages to the extent specified in Article 7D of the 
Contractor’s Agreement Design/Bid/Build (SC-6.21).  
 

3. The Principal Representative has determined that on site construction is tentatively scheduled 
to start October 9, 2023 and be substantially completed no later than May 24, 2024. 
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Minimum Requirements 
 
Notice is hereby given to all interested parties that all firms will be required to meet all minimum 
requirements to be considered for this project. To be considered as qualified, interested firms 
shall have, as a minimum:  
 

1. Provided General Contracting services within the last three (3) years for at least two (2) 
projects each in excess of $500,000.00 (hard costs), utilizing the expertise present in their 
Colorado Office; and 

 
2. Demonstrated specific General Contracting experience in projects of similar scope and 

complexity; and 
 

3. Demonstrated bonding capability up to $1,500,000.00 for an individual project 
coincidentally with current and anticipated workloads; provide letter from surety that 
affirms this capacity. 

 
 4.  Per C.R.S. §24-92-115 unless prohibited by applicable federal law, contract for any public 

project in the amount of one million dollars or more, that does not receive federal money, 
in the amount of one million dollars or more shall require the general contractor to which 
the contract is awarded to submit, at the time the mechanical, electrical, or plumbing 
subcontractor is put under contract, documentation that Identifies the contractors or 
subcontractors that will be used for all mechanical, sheet metal, fire suppression, sprinkler 
fitting, electrical, and plumbing work required on the project and  certifies that all firms 
identified participate in apprenticeship programs registered with the United States 
department of labor’s employment and training administration or state apprenticeship 
councils recognized by the United States department of labor and have a proven record 
of graduating a minimum of 15% of its apprentices for at least three of the past five years.  

 
5. *Per C.R.S. §24-92-Part 2, a public construction project in the amount of five hundred 

thousand dollars or more shall be subject to the State prevailing wage rate, of the regular, 
holiday, and overtime wages paid and the general prevailing payments on behalf of 
employees to lawful welfare, pension, vacation, apprentice training, and educational funds 
in the State, for each employee needed to execute the contract. Payments to the funds 
must constitute an ordinary business expense deduction for federal income tax purposes 
by contractors and subcontractors. Contractors are required to pay their employees at 
weekly intervals and shall comply with the enforcement provisions of C.R.S. §24-92-209. 
Contractors awarded a project of this size will be required to utilize the LCPTracker cloud-
based labor compliance and certified payroll application.
