Click on “APPLY NOW” and “CREATE ACCOUNT”

Enter your personal information to create a profile

Select Fall 2023 as your Anticipated Entry Term

Create a Username and Password. Write the information

down for future use.

Click “Create Account”

e Once in your account/profile select “Apply Online” in the
top menu bar

e Click on the “Start New Undergraduate Application”

e Make sure it says Fall 2023 as your Anticipated Entry Term.
If not, enter it as a different term. Click on “Complete
Selected Application”

Note: Make sure you answer all questions with a red*asterisk beside
them. Make sure you use the correct capitalization and punctuation
marks and enter your legal name (Example: Maxwell Smith). This is
the student’s information (NOT parent). Be careful your
computer doesn’t auto-fill the wrong information.

o Search for your home high school by name or the
city it is located in and select it in the list
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o When asked “Have you or will you earn a high
school diploma or High School Equivalency?’,
select “YES”

o Select your graduation month (May) and enter
graduation year

o Click “Save & Continue”
