RRCC Foundation:  Kristin Aslan, Foundation Coordinator, gave an overview of the four major Foundation programs:

· Employee Book Fund-Up to $50/fiscal year for books and/or class supplies
· Student Voice Grant- Up to $1,000 for academic enhancement and enrichment programs/projects that benefit a large segment of the student body

· Student Scholarships-open to all RRCC students enrolled in 6 credits with a minimum GPA of 2.0. Deadline to apply is June 6, 2008.

· Mini-Grants- Up to $1500 to enhance student learning and success, professional development or instructional equipment.  Open to staff and faculty.  Deadline to apply is April 11, 2008

Admin/Tech Pro of the Year Award:  Council members will receive an email notice in April to nominate an outstanding member of our constituency for the Admin/Tech-Pro of the Year Award.  The award recognizes an individual for participation in extra activities and leadership roles at the college.  This year the winner will receive a $1700 allocation for professional development from the President’s Office.  Kristin Aslan volunteered to coordinate the award process.
Roundtable Updates:

Elizabeth Parks:  The theatre department hosted 400 participants in January for the RMTA festival.  New RRCC show, Git Along Shakespeare, is opening April 11th.

Judy Bowers:  A new full-time advisor should be on staff by May.  Several middle school groups will be visiting campus next month.  A prospective student orientation is scheduled for April 16th.

Stacy Roe:  Stacey has just returned from maternity leave.

Dana Kobold:  Lots of contacts with overwhelmed students.  Dr. Haney’s de-stress seminars are drawing students.

Linda Yazdani:  The International Student Expo drew 300-400 participants.  Plans are to offer it twice per year.  Staff are encouraged to join students in the International Club activities.

Ruth Wengrovius:  Wireless is being installed in the LARC and library this week.  Tutoring is very busy.  A partnership is being developed with the adult literacy program at Jefferson High School.

Walker McDonald:  Orientation for a new group of International students is scheduled this month.  A new group of ESL student starts next week.

Diane Burke:  RRCC will participate in a youth job fair at the Jeffco Fairgrounds. 1,000 participants are expected.  A job fair for 50+, “Boomafair”, is also in the works.  Earth Day activities are planned on campus for April 24th.
Jacquie Stanton:  Special Services is enhancing their assistive technology lab for students.  Students with cognitive processing problems are using the lab with assistance from tutors.  The department has begun recruiting high school students at transition fairs.  RRCC offers programs that are good choices for students with disabilities that are not available at other schools.  

Trainings on the American’s with Disabilities Act are being planned for all staff and faculty.

Kathy Curtin:  Changes in the budgeting process are being planned.  More information should be available shortly.

Jason Dabit:  The Assessment Center is expanding its services and will be offering some additional testing. 
Sue Barnett:  The Children’s Center is one of the options for volunteering on Staff Development Day.  The Center bought a new computer with the proceeds from the recent fund-raiser.

Marilyn Smith:  Six new faculty positions are being filled.  Two additional positions are possible.  Staff are encouraged to attend the Diversity Conference on April 11th.  The community learning centers continue to be busy.
Andy Stevens:  The Research office is busy preparing the systems portfolio for AQIP, along with federal reports.  RRCC is one of 4 schools piloting student email addresses.  Andy is working on the process to allow faculty and staff to create student distribution lists.

Kristin Aslan:  The Swede Johnson fund raiser is scheduled for April 15th at 240 Union.  The restaurant donates a portion of sales to the Foundation Scholarship Fund.  Reservations are accepted for lunch or dinner.
