Recap from March meeting:

Classified Filing System was worked on for a few hours during the month.

Classified Person of the year: A plaque was given to Jack Henderson for the award he received this year as outstanding State employee of the year. Jack exemplifies the RRCC principles and values; we are proud of him and all that he does for us, not only serving as the campus Locksmith, but also our friend who we can always count on for a smile and encouraging word.  Thanks Jack!  

Guest: Kevin Edwardson from Facilities Ground keeping showed us his plans and budget proposal for beautifying the Lakewood campus; the Classified Forum held a discussion regarding the amount of money that would be given from the Books for Beautification fund.  It was decided that we would donate the amount needed for the purchase of 6 shade trees which Kevin plans to plant at the main entrance lining the sidewalk. Planting is expected to begin at the end of May. 

Arvada Planting day:  A budget/plan proposal was given to the council for $600 to beautify the Arvada campus by Bobby Asher.  By unanimous vote the proposal was accepted and the classified treasurer will turn in any papers for the appropriation of funds from the Books for Beautification fund.
Taking the place of an official Classified Meeting is the Arvada Campus Planting Day scheduled for May 18th beginning at 10:00 am (inclement weather date will be May 22nd, 2012 at 10:00 am). 

The schedule is as follows:  Arvada Tour 10-10:45 am; Flower layout and discussion 10:45 – 11:00 am; Sign Bed Planting 11:00am -12:00pm; Lunch break 12 -12:30pm; Finish Sign Bed 12:30 -1:30 pm; Barrel planting (9) 1:30 – 2:20 pm; Finishing touches 2:30 – 3:00 pm. 

Books for Beautification: Sheryl reported that we have $3214.46 in the account for use in helping Kevin and Bobby with their grounds beautification and it was decided that Kim and Janis from the Admissions office will be the committee for the Books for Beautification which will be renamed to include other charities.  There was a discussion to rename the committee Books for Benefaction.

200 breakfast burritos were purchased by the classified forum through the beautification fund for the 9News Health Fair on April 21st.

T-Shirts for the Welcome Wagon:  We have enough money in the Classified general fund to purchase T-Shirts for new classified members as part of a welcome gift from the classified forum.  Once there is a determination of cost and style of shirts a report will be brought to the next Classified meeting and a vote on the actual purchase will take place. 

Statewide Liaison Council:  The SLC is the voice for classified in Higher Education.  Deb Dahlstrom went as a substitute to the last SLC on April 14th in Glenwood Springs. She reported that the council was very welcoming and happy that RRCC is getting involved once more.  Deb also reported that more than one Classified representative  can go to these meeting; however, according RRCC provisions, only one person can be reimbursed for the money they spend for travel, per-diem, and room.  New SLC sub-committees have been formed, and Deb volunteered to be part of the Legislative group.  The other sub-committees will be (1) Outreach, (2) Institution to public relations, (3) Communications (web site). The SLC has asked for involvement from anyone interested in volunteering on any level.

Kim Kleiman volunteered to coordinate with Marketing and Communications office to up-date the Classified Forum web page and to add the SLC information to it.  

The next SLC meeting is scheduled for July in Grand Junction at Colorado Mesa College.

Discussion from Open Forum on April 18th:  When asked questions pertaining to a one- time bonus and how other Higher Ed institutions have given their classified staff this bonus, we were informed that it was an illegal act on the part of the institutions that did it, and each of the 3 colleges who gave the award are being investigated by the CCCS as a warning to the other colleges.  The State Systems office is the one who approves of what RRCC does.  There is a mandate which is governed by the system president stating a limit to what can be done with the funds and budget of each campus.

Colorado WINS discussion: Sonja read over some things that came from the Colorado WINS phone conversation she had a few nights before today’s meeting. In March HB 1321 and HCR 1001 are introduced into the House.  Personnel Reform Bill includes pay reform, layoff rights and more. The Joint Budget Committee approves state budget.  Colorado WINS succeeds in keeping funding for health care premiums and saves nearly 500 jobs state-wide.  PERA funding is restored.  We are waiting on the outcome in May to see if Colorado State House and Senate approve the budget.
