Youth must demonstrate consistent school attendance with  

a minimum of passing grades and a strong desire to learn. 

Youth from Arvada, Wheat Ridge and Edgewater area middle 

and high schools (public, private and home schooled) will be 

considered.  Awards will include seven $1200 (renewable: min. 

6 credits with 2.5 GPA) and nine $1200 (one semester) scholar-

ships to Red Rocks Community College for high school seniors; 

monetary awards and community opportunities for  youth in 

grades 7-11 up to $200 on a first-come, first –serve basis. All 

selected youth will be honored at annual recognition ceremony.
